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OANNES GEOMETRES (ca  935–1000), the son of what he
himself calls “a loyal servant” of the emperor (ÙtrhrÚwJyerãpvn),1 was not only one of the leading poets and

rhetoricians of his time; he also served in the Byzantine army
as a high-ranking soldier (protospatharios?).2 Hence he be-
longed to the inner circles of literary and political Constan-
tinople. Shortly before 986 he was dismissed from military
service for reasons that are still unclear to us. He himself claims
that the combination of being both poet and soldier—ka‹ sof¤˙
yãllvn ka‹ tÒlm˙ krad¤hw—was unappreciated by the
authorities and envied by his fellow citizens, so he was
discharged.3 A more plausible reason, however, could be his
attachment to the faction of Basileios Nothos, who had been
acting as emperor since 976, because the legal heirs to the
throne, Basil II and Constantine, were too young to govern the
empire themselves; Nothos was deposed in 985.4 Be that as it
may, after his dismissal Geometres left his luxurious mansion in
the Mesomphalos area of the city and retired as a monk in the

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monastery Tå KÊrou , also situated in the flerÚn êstu.  By doing
so he possibly got his second name Kyriotes.5

Geometres can be considered a forerunner of the eleventh-
century pre-renaissance, a period during which authors would
again, after centuries of merely collecting and preserving ancient
traditions that would otherwise have been lost, express their
own experiences in their works. Typical of the spirit of the age
with its merger of Hellenism and Christianity would seem to be
the following of his writings: (a) ÉEgk≈mion efiw tÚn ëgion
megalomãrtura PanteleÆmona : vita of Pantoleon/Pantelee-
mon, patron saint of physicians, in 1042 dodecasyllables;6 (b)
Parãdeisow : collection of 99 classicizing tetrastichs, based
mainly on the Apophthegmata Patrum (see CPG 5560–5615),
which formerly was sometimes ascribed erroneously to the fifth-
century Neilos;7 (c) Metãfrasiw t«n ”d«n : a rewording in 470

dodecasyllables of nine biblical pericopes which had won
canonical regard in the Greek Church soon after the fifth century
and were recited during morning services (Ex. 15:1–19, Deut.
32:1–43, I Reg. 2:1–10, Hab. 3:2–19, Is. 26:9–19, Ion. 2:3–10,
Dan. 3:26–56, 3:57–90, Luc. 1:46–55, 68–79).8

Although the editio princeps  was provided in 1764 by A. M.
Bandini in his description of the fifteenth-century Florentine MS.
Medic.Laur.gr. V 37,9 the best-known edition so far is that by J.
A. Cramer (Anecd. Ox. 352–366), dating from 1841 and based
on the thirteenth-century Par.Suppl.gr. 352. This version of the
text was, with a few changes, republished in Migne’s Patrologia
Graeca (106.987–1002). Finally, A.-P. Koumantos provided a
new edition in 1975,10 but unfortunately based himself solely on
a seventeenth-century MS. from the Meteores (Metamorph. 402)
and failed to notice the previous editions.

Already soon after Cramer’s edition corrections were
suggested: in his supplement to the Greek Anthology N. Piccolos
formulated quite a few objections; L. Sternbach, who collated
Par.Suppl.gr. 690 (twelfth cent.), proposed valuable emenda-
tions, as did F. Scheidweiler in his treatment of Geometres’
poetic technique.11 In anticipation of the present edition I
published in this journal a secondary witness to the Metaphrasis,
a paraphrase written in 518 dodecasyllables by an author
unknown to us, and preserved in only one MS., the sixteenth-

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century Par.gr. 2743, written by Jacobos Diassorinos.12 Further-
more, on the basis of these earlier contributions and a study of
the full manuscript tradition which I had meanwhile under-
taken, I was able to propose a list of corrections to the Cramer
text and to examine Geometres’ metaphrastic technique.13
